On Sunday, April 22, 2007, a group of very dedicated, inspired and generous young 
musicians came together at the Bells Corners United Church to donate their gifts of music 
with the hope that others would make free-will donations, in turn, to the Alzheimer 
Society of Ottawa. Held as a tribute to Raymond Power-Fardy and thanks to the 
generosity of the benefit concert’s many guests, this event raised $1,361.00 to support 
local Alzheimer programs. 
 
Raymond Power-Fardy, a violinist who was a vibrant and contributing orchestral and 
church musician in his community for 40+ years, was diagnosed with Alzheimer's disease 
in 2005. As his condition declined, his family deliberated what to do with his vast music 
library. They eventually decided to make a gift of his scores to a young local violinist, 
and as a result, this concert was a thank you to his family and a tribute to him.
