Post office manager Kevin White explained thatéh®ployees chose their charity, opting for a cause
that serves all of Renfrew County.

The attendance improvement program, launched kysteSber, awards monthly prizes to all teams
that improved their DLE (days lost per employeeuits by at least 5 percent attendance during efich
October, November and December 2006 versus th&b 28sult. For example, November 2006 was
compared with November 2005 for the team. Whereparbent or better DLE result was noted for the
team, that team won an award.

Awards consisted of donations of $500 to the chariteach qualifying team’s choice, for those that
showed period 2006 over period 2005 improvemenb @b 10%; and a $1,000 donation for teams
improving by more than 10%.

The program has proved highly successful.

In October, 61 out of 67 teams that improved th#tendance result compared to 2005 made a $1,000
donation.

In November, among the 69 teams that reduced thabeu of days absent from work, 62 gave a
$1,000 donation.

In December, 80 teams improved their result andofated $1,000.
